
Solo & Group/Duet Dance Competition 

Rules and Regulations 
Entries for the current competition will be accepted until 23-May-2022. The terms and 

conditions are as follows: 

(A) Solo Dance 

1. Duration of performance: 2 to 4 minutes. Exceeding the time may lead to a 
deduction in marks 

2. Cinema songs are allowed. 
3. Follow the uploaded guidelines to share the performance video. 
4. Use of vulgar, sexually explicit or violent language and/or lyrics is strictly prohibited. 
5. The participant may submit only one song with registration (per person). The 

category for the song has to be selected during the registration. 
6. The contestant should be dressed appropriately during the performance. Indecent 

exposure is NOT allowed. 
7. Judgment is based on the basis of rhythm, formation, expression, costumes, make-

up, sets on the overall effect. 
 

 

 (B) Group Dance/Duet Dance 

1. Group Participants should be minimum of 2 & maximum of 6 participants. 
2. Duration of performance: 3 to 5 minutes. Exceeding the time may lead to a 

deduction in marks. 
3. Cinema songs are allowed. 
4. Follow the upload guidelines to share the performance video. 
5. Use of vulgar, sexually explicit or violent language and/or lyrics is strictly prohibited. 
6. The participants in group dance should be registered individually.  
7. Judgment is based on the basis of rhythm, formation, expression, costumes, make-

up, sets on the overall effect.
