B) Minimum Eligibility Criteria

A candidate seeking admission for the Ph.D. program shall possess, normally, the
following qualifications:

Any candidate who has passed his/her Master’s examination in the concerned
subject from India/foreign University recognized by AlU with a score of not less than
55% marks in aggregate. The candidates who have already appeared in the final
year examination of Master’s degree in the subject concerned, but their result is
awaited, are also eligible to appear for the Ph.D. admission’s entrance test. A
relaxation of 5% marks in qualifying examination at PG level shall be granted to
SC/ST and OBC candidates as per UGC/Government of Uttar Pradesh/University
policy for admissions.

Reservation shall also be provided as per existing rules of Statutory bodies.

Bachelor’'s degree in Engineering with a minimum of 75% marks in aggregate in
relevant field of Engineering / Technology of a University or its equivalent, with at
least five years of experience in Public Sector Undertaking / Research and
Development Organizations / Private Industries / Service Sectors / Educational
Institutions / any other State and/or Central Government Organizations.

The number available seats displayed on University website may vary and the final
vacancies shall be filled as per the availability of eligible supervisors and the
vacancies available with them

Important Note

1) Applicants who have valid score in any of the relevant eligibility tests like JRF/NET

(UGC/CSIR), GATE, GPAT & SLET of the State, are exempted from the Entrance
Test, as per UGC norms.



2) Candidates who are Teacher Fellowship Holders/ direct awardees of fellowship by
DST (INSPIRE), ICMR or any other National Agency are also exempted from the
entrance test.

3) If any M.Phil. student(s) want to take admission to Ph.D. program after passing
M.Phil. examination in reqular mode shall be exempted from course work but will
have to appear in the entrance test and personal interaction

F) Date, Time and Personal Interaction

The Personal Interaction will be held online/offline mode on 4-6 December, 2023 for all
candidates who will appear in the entrance test and for all those candidates also who are
exempted from entrance test

G) Provisional Selection list

The selection shall be made strictly on merit for which 80% marks shall be considered
from written examination and 20% based on performance in interview. Minimum cut off
shall be determined subject wise based on the number of seats available. Provisional
Selection List along with procedure for admissions, will be notified on or before 30"
November, 2023, on the University website/by mail to the selected candidates only.
Provisionally selected candidates will be required to take admission latest by 15
December, 2023 by depositing first semester fee of Rs. 75,000/-, including Course work
and registration fee + Rs. 25000/- + Caution money (refundable) + Rs. 17,500/- one time
charges (Total Rs. 1,17,500/- Rs. One Lakh Seventeen Thousand Five Hundred only)
failing which vacant seats may be allotted to wait listed candidates without any
notice/reminder. After submission of fee online, the scholar will be required to send
transaction |.d. to the Research & Development Cell. The procedure for submission of fee
shall be communicated with provisional selection letter. The list of wait listed candidates
will be displayed on the University website and/or Notice Boards of the University and the
selection letters shall be sent by individual mail only to those who will be selected from the
wait list. Thereafter, the fee will be Rs 50,000/- per semester and after three years, the fee
will be Rs 25000/- per semester as extension fee.

Candidates provisionally admitted to the Ph.D. program will be required to fill admission
and enroliment forms with details of their proposed field of research within 03 days after
their admission, and submit the same in the office of the Director, Research &
Development Cell. The Enroliment Form will be available on the University website.

H) Selection Procedures

Selection to the Ph.D. programs would be based on performance in the Written Test and
interview.

1) Fellowships
1) A limited number of University Fellowships (JRF)/Research Assistantship are

available in some Departments for full-time residential research scholars only as per
University norms. After completing the course work, they may apply and the



Committee may recommend their candidature for the fellowship subject to the
availability of the vacancies in the subject/discipline. The amount of the fellowship is
Rs 15000 to 18000/- per month with contingency of Rs. 5000/- per annum for
conducting the research on the topic selected by the University. The scholar will be
required to take 8-10 h work load per week.

2) Candidates who have qualified in CSIR — NET / BRNS / NBHM / other examinations
may avail the fellowships directly from the respective organizations as per rules or
may apply for other fellowships to the national/international bodies through the
University
