LIFE SKILLS EDUCATION TO HELP MEET NEP2020 GOALS AND UNO
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT GOALS

Introduction- Development of the NEP usually comes along every few decades. India has had
three to date. The first NEP was launched in 1968 and the second one in 1986. The ongoing covid
crisis made it even more urgent. Socio-economic capitalhave beenhitby the crisis so much

thatbio-psycho-social problems exist at all strata shown below-

person—>family—> neighbourhood—> locality—=> village/town/city—> districts—> state> region—>

nation—> league of nations.

Each entity here is a system operating in surroundings provided by its succeeding entities. World
bodies like UNO, IMF, etc and nation states can handle conflicts for such entities at all levels-
international, intergroup and interpersonal. Covid’s biological impact may subside with vaccines
and medicines. The economic aftermath will mitigate with nation states’ and global bodies’ (ILO,
WTO, etc) reliefefforts and financial aids. But there are no vaccines, medicines or stimuli
package to address the intrapsychic conflicts and other mental health issues occurring within
oneself, due to the crisis. A person is the smallest unit of society. Disturbing this unit affects
society at large. So it is vital to handle such unresolved issues, lest they cause severe harm in all
the entities above. In this context and with advent of NEP2020, the Life Skills Education(LSE)
becomes vital for leaders in academics to fulfil the NEP2020 goals, and help to meet UN SDGs 3
(Health and Well-being) and 4 (Quality Education for All) and other goals in the post pandemic

new normal.
Goals of NEP 2020-the goals of NEP 2020 are as follows-
Goals of NEP 2020-the goals of NEP 2020 are as follows-

1. Unique abilities of each student will be recognized, identified and fostered by encouraging
teachers as well as parents to promote their child’s interest in both, academic and non-
academic fields.Flexibility will be provided to the learners in order to help them choose their

careers that they are interested and talented in.
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2. The lines between arts and science will be blurred among curricular and extra-curricular
activities, among vocational and academic streams helping students choose from a wide
range of options, instead of biased ones.

3. Focus on vocational studies with internships, encouraging students to opt careers in non-
academic fields if interested.

4. Students will gain knowledge through conceptual learning rather than just learning for
exams.

5. Priority will be given in building the ability of critical thinking and logical- decision making.

6. Technology will be highly used in the new learning format to meet up the advancements of
the 21st century.

7. Students will be encouraged to learn ethical and spiritual values.

8. Universities from among the top 100 in the world will be able to set up campuses in India.

9. Foundational Literacy and Numeracy of all students will be achieved before getting to Grade
3.

10. School students will be posed to a regular health check-up.

Rationale- All 10 Life Skills (LS) by WHO can be uniquely used to to actualize NEP2020 by the

stakeholders as in-

e Self-awareness-Know own strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats (SWOT) in all
contexts, acting accordingly (eg- help students identify their unique abilities in studies and/or
other fields and help teachers, parents etc do the same)

e Empathy- Understand others in personal life and at work from their perspectives, for own
well-being and that of others (eg- try to recognize the SWOT of other stakeholders and urge
teachers, parents etc to do so, of their respective wards)

e Managing Emotions-Gain emotional intelligence in personal life and at work, reducing
negativity in self and others (eg- help various stakeholders interact with emotional stability
while handling issues like students’ choice of career etc)
