During Pandem c, students, faculty nenbers, non-teaching staff and
ot hers needed were not able to approach Wl lness Centre for
consultation regarding health related i ssues not even on phone cal
too. To resolve this constraint, University has prepared a recorded
| ecture on Wl |l ness and broadcasted it on various social nedia
platform University also |looking to upload nore | ectures and videos
addressing the various health related i ssues and their probable
solutions. All the advance facilities are available in the Faculty
of Naturopathy and Yogi c Sci ences, an associ ated body wth the
Vel I ness Centre of the University for Consultation and conduction of
progranmes. Hence no additional facilities are required in terns of
resource person and physical facilities.
